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Kubota Eggplant/
Pickles

Kubota eggplants are
round eggplants named
after the Kubota area of Yonezawa and have a long
history. They were first brought over from Echigo
(present day Niigata Prefecture) in 1600 when the
Uesugi clan was transferred to Yonezawa and have
been grown in the Kubota area ever since.
Nasu-zuke (eggplant pickles) made by pickling the
small, round eggplants overnight are a famous
Yonezawa specialty in the summer. They are known
for their crispiness and light, simple taste.

Yonezawa has many other delicious pickles. In the
spring, pickles made from sansai (mountain
vegetables) are made. Seisai-zuke and omi-zuke
are made in early winter. Pickles made from yukina
called fusube-zuke are also popular in winter. There
are also pickles made from apples and cherries.
